WHY WE WORSHIP  
Series by Dr. Brant Pitre 
Beginning on September 17th at 6:30PM after 
Mass at St. Mary’s in the Missi Room.  
Christians today have lots of different opinions 
about what “worship” should look like. Some 
think it should be all preaching, other think it 
should be ‘entertaining’, still others think it’s all 
about the music. But what does the Bible say 
about worship? And why do Catholics do what 
they do at Mass? Why all the standing, sitting, 
kneeling, and repetition? Where does it all come 
from? Many Catholics know what to do at Mass, 
but not why we do it. Many non-Catholics are 
confused by the rituals and words of the Mass.

These and many other 
questions will be answered such as… 
Who determines how we worship? 
What did worship look like in the Old Testament?  
Why did God demand animal sacrifice in the Old 
Testament?  
Why did Jesus choose to die during the
