PRAYERS FOR PRIESTS, VOCATIONS & SEMINARIANS: 
Prayers for priests, vocations, seminarians, and our own pastor 
will be prayed every Sunday, unless noted, at 5:15 pm before 
benediction and Vespers followed by the St Joseph Chaplet.

REQUIEM MASS: 
Each month, we will offer a Tradition Latin Requiem Mass, 
which is a Mass for the dead.  This Mass will look a little 
different from a usual daily Mass for the dead.  At the end of 
the Mass, there will be an absolution at the catafalque, which is  
a structure that looks like a coffin covered with a black pall and 
flanked by four or six Requiem Candles.  This Mass is also what 
would be celebrated if a person requested it for their funeral.  
In these Masses, we pray for the repose of the souls of the 
faithful departed.  The first Requiem Mass will be at 6:00 PM 
Tuesday July 20, 2021 at St. Mary’s. 
 

FUNERAL DINNER COMMITTEES: 
The Funeral Dinner ministry provides food and comfort to the family 
and friends of the deceased on the day of the funeral Mass.  This 
ministry sets up, cooks, serves and cleans up the meal. There are 
envelopes in the back of each church and the hall at St Joe for 
donations to support the purchase of food.
