in 1986 in Nigeria. The Sisters provide 
direct care to the poor and the sick, 
the abandoned, motherless children 
and babies, and the elderly.  They also 
provide shelter,  food and financial 
assistance. The Sisters go about caring 
for the sick and infirm as Jesus did in 
towns and villages through mobile 
clinics offering free and cheap health 
care services.  They also provide 
education for the less privileged 

children in elementary and high school 
and assist young women in vocational 
school. The sisters bring the gospel of 
Christ to all especially in remote areas 
in more than 12 dioceses in Nigeria. 
This also serve as director of religious 
education in parishes and at the 
diocesan level.
